The ASAA/First National Bank All-State Art Competition offers Alaskan students an opportunity to
present their creative talent in a juried art show. Awards are presented for outstanding and
original works and certificates are presented to all who are selected to present at that show. The
purpose of the All-State Art Competition is to provide a setting wherein students under the
tutelage of an art instructor can exhibit their art while competing with other high school students.

2. Competition Dates and Location
Location: Well Street Art Gallery, Fairbanks

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Student Eligibility
The All-State Art Competition is open to all ASAA member schools. Students must be
enrolled in grades 9-12 and working directly under a teacher’s supervision. Art must have
been created from March 2007 to April 2008. Students who graduated in 2007 are not
eligible. All students must meet all ASAA eligibility requirements. Participant names must be
included on the Master Eligibility Lists that are to be sent to the ASAA office. No physical
exam is required for participation. Please check with your activities principal or secretary to
complete the appropriate paperwork.

Awards
a. Awards for each Category
¥ Honorable Mention at jurors’ discretion - Winners receives a medallion.
¥ First, Second and Third place - Winners receive a medallion.
¥ Best of Show — Winner receives a plaque and $50 from the Alaska Art Education
Association.

b. Congressional Award
Two — dimensional artwork (with a maximum framed size of 30” x 30”) are eligible to be
considered. The winning entry will be hung in Washington D.C. for one year. Winner
receives a plaque, and up to $100 from the Alaska Art Education Association.

c. Participation Certificate
All students with artwork selected to hang in the show will receive a Participation
Certificate.

Jurors

Barry McWayne, Photographer

Tina Shih, Artist
Tina has been in Alaska since 1990. Her educational background is in sciences, medicine
and art. Tina is primarily a painter but works in many different materials and often her work
is non-objective.
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6. Entries
a. Qualifying Art
All entries must be the original artwork, of high quality, and executed solely by a student.
Work, which has been directly copied from any published source, may not be entered
unless the student has creatively modified or reinterpreted the original work using the
student’s own vision or style.

b. Number of Entries
Each teacher is limited to a total of five (5) entries for each school in which they teach. The
juror or jurors will jury entries and selected pieces will be displayed in the show location.
Size of gallery space will be taken into account and the show juried accordingly.

c. Categories for Original Entries
¥ Painting — includes oil, acrylic, watercolor, gouache, casein, tempera
¥ Drawing - includes pencil, ink, charcoal, pastel, crayon
¥ Printmaking — includes any form of printmaking
¥ Sculpture — includes modeled, carved, cast or assembled
¥ Photography — includes black and white, color, transparencies, experimental
¥ Mixed Media — must be an interrupted plane in two (2) or more media
¥ Communications Arts/Graphic Design — must be intended for functional use
¥ Ceramics — kiln fired clay, glazed/unglazed, or blown glass
¥ Jewelry/Metalsmithing — pendants, rings, pins, brooches, boxes, etc.
¥ Textile/Fiber Design — includes fabric, fiber, handmade paper
¥ Multicultural Art — includes all mediums

d. Steps for Entering
¥ Select Maximum of Five (5) Entries
As a teacher you are pre-juroring your student’s entries. Remember that the total number
of entries from your school is five (5). All work must be original, of high quality, and
executed solely by the student.

¥ Prepare Entries

1. All two-dimensional artwork must be submitted on stiff backing and matted or
mounted on black, white or gray board. No frames or glass please. All hanging
artwork must be ready to be hung.

2. All three-dimensional artwork must be stable and include display suggestions if it is
not a freestanding piece.

3. All artwork must have an accompanying copy of the entry form attached firmly to the
back, the bottom or inside.

4. The organizing committee and chair reserve the right to reject any work that arrives
improperly prepared. If a school or a teacher has problems obtaining proper
materials, they should contact Barbara Short.
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¥ Complete Entry Forms

1. Make five (5) copies of the entry form.

2. Type or neatly print all information on the entry form and include your email for
notification. This is important in order to accurately include student names and art
piece titles in the program distributed at the Opening Reception.

3. Make three (3) copies of the completed entry form.

I Attach one copy firmly to the artwork.

I Keep one copy for your records

Shipping the Artwork

¥ Liability
Every effort will be made to protect the work during handling and shipping. However, all
entries are submitted at the owner’s risk.

¥ Packaging
All entries must be mailed in reusable containers. Please be sure that the art is
adequately packaged, keeping in mind hat it is better to be over cautious than sorry!
Useful packing hints:
I Baby diapers with sticky tabs work great for corners or three-dimensional work.
I Place Styrofoam bubbles in plastic bags. Please do not package them loosely.
' More than one package? Mark the packages: 1 of 3, 2 of 3, 3 of 3.
I Clearly identify which pieces repack into each container.

¥ Postage
Each participant is responsible to cover the cost of postage in both directions to and from
Fairbanks. The best way to cover the cost is to determine the weight and cost of the
package and send the right amount in stamps, money order or a check made payable to
ASAA. Do not send pre-metered tape — metering is only to be done one the day in which
a package is mailed; pre-metered tape expires and the Post Office will not accept the
package.

¥lLabels
Include a legible return label.

¥ Location of Postage and Return Label
Place the return label and postage in a separate envelope. Tape it securely to the front
of the package.

¥ Art work is to be received no later than April 11, 2008. Please mail to:

Click to download.
